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Abstract: This research has surveyed theories of wholism and reductionism to elicit data with which to critique contemporary programs and theories related to the arts process. The evolution of wholism and reductionism as methodologies for the acquisition by man of knowledge about his world through the symbolization process is traced from the Early Greeks to the present time. Contemporary authorities are cited who concur that reductionism as a methodology is inappropriate to the study of man as a symbol maker. Nelson Goodman's theory of symbols and CEMREL, Inc.'s Aesthetic Education Program are investigated and found to be reductionistic. Carl Gustav Jung's theory of symbolization is investigated and found to be wholistic.

The result of this research has provided material with which to construct a rationale and a plan for integrating the arts into the lives of people as the media through which wholistic experience and learning may occur. The plan includes a ten day training program which is appropriate for students, classroom and special teachers, administrators, parents and community people.
